Policies & Procedures

In March 2003 the Shapiro Library Education Resource Collection (ERC) and the adjacent Conference Room was opened to the public. 

The ERC was designed to provide a pleasant research and study environment for the entire University community, a resource area where many library education collections are concentrated.  Wireless connectivity is available as well as access through numerous ports. Furnishings are portable and can be easily relocated to optimize group study projects. The individual or collective use of materials potentially harmful to furnishings and the immediate environment is not permitted. 

Long standing library policies and procedures are applicable to this area. As a public place it does not function as a classroom. Since its collections must be available for reference and browsing, access to it cannot be restricted.  Approval from the library administration is necessary for any exceptional day long event involving exclusive use 

of the ERC.  

The ERC Conference Room (ERCConf) is also available for use by the campus community. Maximum occupancy is twelve people. The ERCConf can be reserved for group academic purposes on a “first come, first served” basis. Reservations can be made through the Library Office Manager (Cathy Sullivan, ext. 2165, c.sullivan@snhu.edu); cancellations should be directed to her office as well.  Reservations in non-renewable time units will not exceed ninety minutes; those parties making group reservations are required to identify the group by name and department/School affiliation. 

Groups or individuals who have not reserved this facility will be required to leave this area so that those who reserved it can be accommodated. 

The security of personal belongings left in any area of Shapiro Library is not the responsibility of library staff. 

The ERCConf policies and calendar will be posted and updated as needed. 
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
