Looking for an apartment or townhouse? Some important things to remember: 
The Alcohol and other Drug (AOD) policy allows for alcohol in apartments/townhouses where students 
who are at least 21 years old reside. With this privilege comes specific responsibilities for those of-age 
students, including: 

• Units found responsible for hosting an AOD violation will become dry for all residents of the unit. 
• The amount of alcohol present in any unit must not be excessive when compared to the number of 

residents who are 21 years old or older. 
• Maximum occupancy for all apartment units is 20. If occupancy restrictions are applied due to 

violations, they are applied to all residents of the apartment. 
• Residents are responsible for the actions of those present in their apartment.
